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FOREWORD

The demand for getting future population projections for all Japan is
rapidly increasing along with various types of proposals for national develop-
ment planning.

In the latest ten years future population projections for Japan by sex
and age have been published by the Institute of Population Problems in 1960
and 1964. The present number is the newly one in this series and calculated
based on the materials as of August 1969.

The present projections are characteristic of fertility assumptions of
which three kinds of course in future trends are given considering the recent
upward tendency of birth rate. These assumptions result in three kinds of
future population projections. Among them maximum and medium populations
continue to increase with declining growth rates and minimum one predicts
population decrease after a generation.

The present number has been prepared by Mr. Hidehiko Hama, chief of
Population Analysis Section, Division of Population Policy, with computational
and compilatory assistance of Mrs. Chizuko Yamamoto and Mr. Yoshikazu

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II  Methodological Note
(1) Date and time period of projection

The projection is calculated based on the materials as of August 1969
and gives the results as of October 1 of each year from 1965 to 1985 and as of
October 1 of every five years from 1990 to 2025.

(2) Object of projection

De jure population by sex and age in the complete census enumeration
for October 1, 1965 is adopted as the base population. From 1965 through 1985
population by sex and single year is calculated (85 years of age and over is open-
ended) and after 1990 population by sex and five-year age groups is given.

As for projections in 1966, 1967 and 1968, the estimated populations
published by Bureau of Census are adopted which are calculated based on the
1965 census enumeration and the figures actually obtained by vital statistics.

(3) General procedure for projection

As for vital elements, age-specific fertility of reproductive age women
and mortality by sex and age are assumed in each yéar from 1965 to 1985 and
after 1990 the assumed rates for 1985 are adopted as constant in the future.

It implies that there is a discrepancy in quality of projections between the
periods during 1965-1985 and after 1990.

As to fertility, three kinds of assumptions are made concerning the
course of trend toward 1985 and it results in three kinds of projections (maximum,
medium and minimum). As regards mortality, the same target as in the previous
projection taken in 1964 is adopted.

Future migration into and out of Japan is-assumed to be nil because of
its negligible small volume.

(4) °~ Assumption for fertility

The crude birth rates which had been rapidly declining after 1950 were
recovered to some extent during 1962-1964. The age-specific fertility rates
(f ) show, however, a different course of trend in which only three five-year
age groups, that is, 20-24, 25-29 and 30-34 indicate upward tendency in recent
years while all the rest still remain on the lower level without any fluctuations.

Considering this situation, several upward straight lines were adopted
for getting the target in 1985 for maximum assumption. These target rates are
applies only for three five-year age groups of 20-24, 25-29 and 30-34. The rest

are assumed to be unchanged on the level in 1964.



Thus calculated, total fertility rate (2 fa) for maximum assumption is
2.43535 in 1985 and this would imply lower limit of 2.4-2. 7 which indicate the
present level of total fertility rate in selected Western countries.

As for the assumption in the intermediate years between 1965 and 1985,
the speed of increase are assumed to be accelerated toward maximum target of
1985. In this assumption total fertility rates are 2.07625 in 1975 and 2. 20000
in 1980.

Several reasons are considered why the course of trend should be
accelerated in the latter part of the period between 1965 and 1985. It would be
clear that changes in fertility are more or less influenced by economic and
social conditions. The idea of fertility trend in the near future is that the
economic and social situations which are prerequisite to recovery of fertility
would not be fully improved before 1975.

For instance housing supply would be insufficient in the near future,
especially in urban area, educational expenses is still a direct burden on
parents, and savings to provide for older age are also indispensable. As for
labour market, substitution of middle-and old-aged people, especially house-
wives, for younger working people are becoming significant.

With these conditions people would come to prefer a smaller number of
children. After 1975 recovery of birth rate toward the target of 1985 would
occur provided that these circumstances will be improved.

On the other hand, minimum assumption adopts the same rate as in the
actual level of 1964 which shows 2.02690 of total fertility rate. When total
fertility rate is over 2.1, Japan's population would be possible to increase
after a generation. Minimum assumption signifies, therefore, a population
decrease after a generation. Medium assumption is arithmetic mean of
maximum and minimum assumptions.

(5) Assumption for mortality

Target and course of trend in mortality by sex and age (q,) is assumed
to be the same rates as in the previous projection taken in 1964 because there
is little difference between the assumed death rates in the previous projection
and the actual ones after 1964.

The expected rates of q, in 1975 are set by adopting the lowest levels
of qx which are derived from the present rates of qx in selected Western

countries. The rates in the intermediate years go down in arithmetic series



to the target of 1975 and after that they are unchanged.
The average expectation of life at birth (go) in 1975 is 72.5 years for

males and 75.8 years for females.
