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“ODA” Workshop and International Advisory
Committee held at East-West Center, Hawaii

1. Workshop of the Organization of Demographic Associates was held at East-West
Center, Hawaii, March 19-22, 1969, with financial support of East-West Center.

2. Eifteen population experts mainly from Asia participated in this seminar. It aims
to develop framework for comparative demographic studies particularly in South-East
Asia. .

3. Major topics to be discussed have been rearranged. The following five topics
were taken up.

(1) Fertility, (2) Manpower and Labor Force, (3) Internal Migration,
(4) Household and Family Structure, (5) Urbanization.

The originally taken up topic, Health and Mortality, was excluded from agenda
because Professor Tye Cho Yook, who is organizer, could not come.

4. Organizers of each topic were requested to prepare working documents in advance
and in charge of leading discussions. Of course, each topic was too broad to get conclu-
sion. However, it was extremely useful for members that they could understand qmte
different situation in each member country.

5. Next step which each session decided to do varied more or less according to the
specific situation of sessions. However, most of them came to the decision that each
member should make comprehensive analysis based on the available data in each ‘country
and send a paper to the ODA office in Singapore.

6. Taking advantage of this seminar, International Advisory Commlttee of the
Population Studies Program held two afternoon meetings which discussed about curriculum
of departments of the University of Hawaii in connection with population subjects.
